Course Outcomes - WA Standards:

For fall quarter, you will study two units in your textbook. Our English lessons are about Job Skills and Responsibilities, Health, Accidents and Emergencies, Community and topics you choose.  For each of the topics, by the end of the quarter, successful students should be able to:
Speak So Others Can Understand
· Remember and use common vocabulary and grammar (the modals “can, could, must, have to”, simple past, past continuous and infinitives)

· give opinions; agree and disagree politely
· learn and use different strategies (plans) to help you speak better
· pronounce sounds that are difficult for you to say in English
Listen Actively
· understand longer conversations, stories, and instructions
· ask clarification questions correctly when you don’t understand
· use who, what, when, where, and why to improve listening and respond appropriately to conversations
Read With Understanding
· read common and some new words; show you understand stories and vocabulary
· use context clues to find the meanings of words without a dictionary
· find important information in a story
· use who, what, when, where, and why and learn strategies to help you understand a story better
Convey Ideas in Writing
· fill out simple forms, write a short e-mail or letter, and address an envelope
· learn to plan before you write a paragraph or letter
· write paragraphs with good form (indent and margins) and a topic sentence
· use the modals “can, could, must, have to”, simple past, past continuous and infinitives
· Use a writing revision checklist to find and correct mistakes in your writing
About Class
Every day you will need:
· To bring your course materials: your book and workbook, a three-ring binder, paper, and pens.
